1)   Water Quality Monitoring and Reporting 

Administrator Philip Olmstead reported that the Wolcott Water 

Department is in complete compliance with all water quality monitoring 

and reporting and all results have met US EPA Primary and Secondary 

Drinking Water Standards. 

 

•    June 2015 Water Billing 

The bills were mailed out to our customers on time.   

 

•   Call Before You Digs 

The Department continues to respond to several CBYD’s; anywhere from 

50-80 are coming in per month that have to be marked out.   

 

•     Edgemont Water Tower 

The transmitter at the tower, which transmits the signal for the height of 

water in the tank, has been acting up and reporting sporadically.  As this 

is a very important piece of equipment, a replacement was ordered.  The 

original will be sent out to be tested.  If it can be salvaged through a re-

build it will be and shelved to be used as a spare.   

 

•   Town-wide Road Reconstruction Project 

The Department continues to work with Public Works on the town-wide 

project.  Manholes and/or gate boxes are being raised to meet the new 

grade of asphalt. 

 

•    Waterbury Wolcott Meter Vault 

The upgraded software compatible to the new pc was installed today.
